UNDERSTANDING:

1. Participation in AFJROTC does not commit or obligate any student to military service.  It does not guarantee special consideration if a student chooses to enter any branch of service.  However, a cadet who completes two or three years of AFJROTC may qualify for advanced rank and pay upon enlistment in the military.  Additionally, students who complete two years of AFJROTC and are enrolled in their senior year are eligible to compete for AFJROTC scholarships.

2. In order to maintain the high standards of courtesy, personal conduct, and appearance required by the Air Force and Plum Senior High School, each cadet will acknowledge the following:

a.  A cadet must meet the standards of behavior, attitude, and courtesy established and taught by the instructors.  Indifference to training or discipline problems, such as dishonesty, failure to follow directions of those in authority, initiating a fight, or suspension from school for misbehavior, may result in immediate withdrawal from the program, non-selection for future enrollment in AFJROTC, and limited participation in current activities.  Those students not maintaining an 80% average in their weekly grades will not be eligible for field trips or participation in any off-campus activity.
b. Wear of the regulation Air Force uniform each week on designated weekly uniform days (normally Wednesdays) and conforming to Air Force grooming standards, including proper haircuts for males, is MANDATORY and necessary to pass the course. 
· If the cadet fails to wear the uniform on the prescribed uniform day, he/she must wear it on the following day (“makeup day”) and will receive a 20 point deduction.   
· Cadets absent from their class on uniform day MUST wear their uniform on the next day they are present in their class.  The 20 point reduction does not apply to the cadets who were absent on uniform day and wore their uniform the next day that they were in the class.
c. Uniforms will be issued at no cost to the student; however, the uniform must be maintained in a clean and repaired manner.  Dark blue uniform items are dry clean-only; the light blue shirt may be laundered.  Both must be cleaned on a regular basis.  Cadets are responsible for the loss, theft, or damage of all uniform items, beyond normal wear and tear.  When directed to do so, uniforms will be returned to Plum JROTC dry cleaned, in the dry cleaning plastic bags, with receipt and cadet’s name attached.
d. Personal grooming standards are established by the Air Force and must be maintained.  This includes hair cuts, facial hair, body piercings, tattoos, and body jewelry, as described in the AFJROTC Cadet Handbook and AFJROTCI 36-2001.  Cadets should not get any new piercings during the academic year.  Cadets are not authorized to wear healing rings or rods for unauthorized piercings.
e. Academic performance must be maintained at an acceptable level. Cadets must actively participate in classroom AFJROTC work and co-curricular activities (Cadets should participate in as many co-curricular activities as possible.  Service Award credit is earned this way).  
· Enrollment eligibility is based on successful performance and at the discretion of the Senior Instructor.  
· The AFJROTC curriculum is based on mastering basic skills needed for success after high school; therefore, classroom behavior, posted classroom rules, instructor direction, and attendance are all graded items.
f. Cadets must respond positively to other cadets who have been appointed to leadership positions in the Cadet Group, and must render proper military courtesies to instructors and other cadets with senior rank.  AFJROTC cadets are expected to also render proper courtesy and respect to administrators, teachers, coaches, and other adults.  Cadets must conduct themselves properly when entrusted with a position of leadership.
g. Cadets are expected to strive to develop self-discipline and accept personal responsibility for their actions.

h. Cadets are required to stand and recite the Pledge of Allegiance at the beginning of each class.

i. As part of the AFJROTC curriculum, cadets will be required to participate in physical training one day each week.  Physical training accounts for 20% of the curriculum, and is a graded item.
j. Cadets must take proper care of books and materials provided by the Air Force, and return them when requested.  Lost and/or damaged materials will necessitate payment to the AFJROTC unit.

k. Cadets must read, understand, and comply with the requirements and information provided in the PA-20063 Cadet Handbook.
